· Perspective

· Value (Black & White; Color)

· Portraits (Facial Features and Proportions)

As you can see, we are putting A LOT into this one course. It will be a lot of work—but it will definitely be fun! What we actually get through will depend on how much time we need to take for each project. So, it is important that you use your class studio time to its fullest.
