Shading Basic Forms
Using two sheets of (8 ½” X 11”) paper divided in half you will practice drawing 4 different forms from observation. (Use the forms we have in class as your reference).

Follow these guidelines:

1. Draw one form with pencil, that uses graded value techniques such as a cube or a pyramid (forms with flat sides). 

2. Draw one form with pencil that uses tonal value techniques such as a sphere, a cone or a cylinder (forms with curved sides). If drawing a sphere, use a stencil.
3. Draw ONE form, shaded with INK (your choice of hatching, cross hatching or stippling technique)
4. Label each form with the light source, highlight, and shadow, cast shadow, and reflected light.
5. Check for smooth, clean shading with NO HARD OUTLINES!!!!
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Drawing should look realistic and not messy.
